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“Mr. Larderet seems to be a type of pianist who precisely polishes the sound and carefully 

creates a small piece of music. The singing style of a fancy melody, the ringing of the sound is 

excellent, the strong sound which is nonchalant somewhere is unique and stretchy. On the 

other hand, setting the perspective of the sound to each, the deliberate sound makes the 

spatial spread feel, it skill is brilliant. It can be said that it is a wonderful performance 

combining playfulness and polished poetry. 

Image I  is also impressive, however Preludes II  in particular, you can listen to a variety of 

wonderful pieces from ambiguous atmosphere to black humor. Le Martyre de saint Sébastien 

is a suite for piano solo performed by Caplet's arrangement. Mr. Larderet has put his hands in 

while referring to the original piece. The last piece of the first act La Danse Extatique is very 

interesting for the pianistic effect.”
